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Abstract

For the past decade we have witnessed many alien species of plants that have been naturalized to the
island of Taiwan. This paper describes Ipomoea eriocarpa R. Br. (Convolvulaceae) with photos as a
newly naturalized species to the island. It is native to the tropical Asia and Africa, and now has been
found in the central region of Taiwan. This plant is easily distinguishable from other species of the genus

Ipomoea by its unique characters of sessile inflorescences and pubescent capsular.
